Instructions for  
printing at home

The PDF pattern comes in two different sizes: A4 
paper (21 x 29,7 cm) and Letter format (8.5 x 11 
inches). 
If you are printing the pattern at home, please 
make sure that the printer is set to: 

“Actual size”
or else

“Custom Scale: 100%”
This way the pattern will be printed to scale and 
the size will not be distorted. A quick check is our 
10cm / 3 inch size ruler, which is always printed 
on the first page of the pattern. Best to print out 
the first page by itself, check the length of the line 
to be sure that the pattern has not been wrongly 
scaled by your printing software. 

On all pages you‘ll find the page number 
(grey) and an assembly line for the pattern. 
Spread out the pattern on the floor and place 
the pieces along the lines. The numbers run 
from top to bottom, the columns from left to 
right. Tape all the pages together to get the 
complete pattern. 

This PDF pattern contains selectable layers that allow you to choose which 
size(s) you would like to print. This makes your pattern more comprehensible 
and saves ink. In Adobe Acrobat Reader go to View > Show/Hide > Navigation 
Panes > Layers. All sizes are selected by default. Deactivate the sizes you do 
not need. However, always leave the layer “For all sizes – select when printing” 
active!

10x10 cm / 4x4 in pattern crochet in the 
given pattern - this pattern is used as a basis 
for the number of cast on stitches and con-

For this pattern you can use all yarns, depen-
ding on how warm you want the sweater to 
be. At the beginning you make a „stitch test“ 
with a 10cm/4in piece to know how many air 
stitches you have to cast on.

T U T O R I A L  S W E AT E R

First crochet the front part according to the pattern. 
Then crochet the back piece according to the pattern. 
Crochet the front and back pieces together at the 
shoulder line - join the pieces with a chain stitch. The 
thread when joining the parts must always go inside.

According to the pattern, pick up both left and right 
stitches for sleeves and crochet sleeves in shell stitch on 
front and back pieces. 

Crochet side seams of front, back and sleeves together 
with chain stitches.

To make gauge swatch, chain to 10cm. 
Row 1: 2 dc in 4th chain from hook, skip 2 chains, 
then 1 slip stitch (Slst), 2 chains (ch) and 2 double 
crochet (DC) in the same loop. Skip 2 hooks, in the 
3rd hook 1 Slst, 2 ch + 2 DC in the same hook, conti-
nue like this. 
End with one slip stitch and 4 chains, turn. Now 
you use the 2 chains of the row before to add 1 Slst, 2 
ch + 2 DC in the same place. Continue like this. 

Leave your swatch unblocked and measure how 
many rows fit into 10cm, at 2-3 different spots on 
your swatch. You can use these numbers to calculate 
how many chain stitches you need for the pattern 
and ~how much yarn you’ll need for the sweater.
